LANDSCAPE SPECIFICATION

Landscape works will be undertaken by an ALCI approved landscape contractor
and in accordance with BS 4428:1989 Code of Practice for general landscape
operations.

Existing field boundaries and hedgerows are to be retained where feasible to
assist with the visual screening of the proposed development into the
surrounding landscape in accordance with BS583:2012 Trees in relation to
Construction.

Organic mulches will be used to suppress weeds within the woodlands.
Residual herbicides will not be used and pesticides will not be required for any
landscape works.

Proposed Planting
SLM1: A contoured mound between 3-4m high with 1:3 graded side slopes will be provided to
north, east and south of the service area.

SLM2: A coniferous plantation comprising native Pine but with some Birch will be planted on
the proposed mound to the west and south boundary for screening of views from properties
located in Group A, B and C. Dense woodland planting throughout this zone will assist with
integration and the reduction of illumination impacts. Coniferous plantations will also be
planted on the northwest to screen views of the lights from traffic within the site from the
adjoining motorway.

SLM3: Specimen Pine trees 1.2-1.5 high at 2.5m centres will be planted at strategic locations
on the upper slopes of the proposed junction embankments and within the site to reduce glare
from traffic using the service facility, in views from sensitive visual receptors and from the M18
motorway.

SLM4: Wetland grasses will be planted along the perimeter of the hybrid ponds to enhance the
biodiversity value.

SLMS: Planting will be provided between the M18 motorway and slip roads leading to the
proposed junction so as to further enhance the screening. Dense mixed scrub planting
throughout this zone will assist with integration and the reduction of illumination impacts. It will
also screen the traffic in views from local properties to the immediate north east.

SLM 6: Meadow will be sown within the site using a native seed source to enhance the
biodiversity value.

SLM 7: Existing trees and hedgerows will be retained and protected where possible to retain
screening effects and conserve local vegetation / biodiversity.

SLM 8: Proposed ornamental shrub planting in the vicinity of the service area (maintained at
0.7m height) including specimen tree planting where possible to soften views and create a
pleasant while ining views the

trees, shrubs and climbers, typically planted at spacings of between 1.2 to 1.8m
centres, including;

Restoration of any areas disturbed during the construction process (e.g. near
the construction compounds or at localised excavations) will be undertaken
immediately following completion of the construction period.

A grass verge shall be established around the perimeter of the Service Station
providing a clean edge this space.

A grass and wildflower meadow shall be established within the site using a
native seed source to enhance the biodiversity value.

The grass meadow mix will include fine grasses and native wildflower species,
including native red clover which is particularly attractive to bumblebees. The
perennial meadow mix will typically include;
